Asheville, North Carolina, is the perfect winter getaway. 
Visit its natural beauty, dynamic arts scene and award-
winning restaurants during this four-day journey to one of 
Americaõs premier vacation destinations. Everything listed 
below is included in the tour fee.  
 

Thursday, December 8  

Drive south on Route 23 down country roads and 
pristine mountain passes to Asheville. The get-
away begins with an architectural guided tour of 
the  Grove Arcade, a historic downtown land-
mark, followed by a happy hour at the Carmel 
Restaurant, located in the Arcade. The night is 
yours for dinner and entertainment. 
 

Friday, December 9  

Begin the day with a narrated tour of the city by 
the Asheville Historic Trolley Tour, followed 
by lunch at the 12 Bones Smokehouse, recently 
visited by President Obama and his family. Walk 
off the lunch with a tour of the River Arts  
District, led by painter Constance Williams of 

CURVE Gallery, where once 
dormant factories have been 
converted into more than 100 
galleries and studios. In the 
late afternoon, you can 
choose to take a guided walk-

ing tour of Biltmore Village, where you can get 
a jump on your holiday shopping. Built in the late 
1890s as a classic planned community at the en-
trance to George Vanderbilt's Biltmore Estate, 
Biltmore Village is one of the South's unique 
shopping environments. You must provide your 
own transportation to Biltmore. 
 
* Itinerary has been created to provide 
unique experiences on Friday, Saturday and 
Sunday until 3 p.m. with the rest of the day 
and evening on your own. Suggested options 
and maps of destinations provided. 

Saturday, December 10  

Begin the day with a Trolley ride to the 
North Carolina Arboretum, one of 
the most beautiful natural settings in  
America. There, take a guided tour of 
the greenhouse and hiking trails. Stop 
at Western North Carolina Farmerõs 
Market where dozens of vendors sell 
everything from fresh produce, to 
honey, to crafts. Enjoy lunch next door 
at Moose Café, named one of Southern 
Living magazineõs Best Southern Favor-
ite Restaurants.  
 
Conclude the tour at the Folk Art Centerõs Guild Artistsõ 
Holiday Sale, located on the Blue Ridge Parkway, fore a 
one-day special Christmas sale where artists will sell their 
overruns and discontinued stock. 
 

 

Sunday, December 11  

The vacation tour ends with 
Sunday brunch at Carmel 
Restaurant with omelets, 
waffles, bagels and lox. 
Next is the opportunity to 
experience mass and a tour 
of the beautiful and world 
renowned Basilica of St. 
Lawrence, renowned for 
being the largest freestand-
ing elliptical dome in the 
United States.  

 
 
In the afternoon, take a three-hour hike through the Blue 
Ridge Mountains, led by members of the Asheville hiking 
club, or  a 1.7 mile walking tour on the Asheville Urban 
Trail  through the cityõs major downtown landmarks. Plenty 
of time for browsing and shopping afterward.
